There are 
five (5) classes open for judging. They are: 

NOVICE- This class is for first-time builders. ARF planes can 
be entered in this class. 

SPORT- Open to sport type planes that are not Scale, 

SCALE- Open to scale military or civilian scale airplanes. 

ARF- Open to Almost Ready to Fly models whether built as per 
plans or modified. ARF models are not allowed in the Sport, 
Scale or Racing classes except as noted in the Racing class. 

RACING-Open to Q-500 and Q-40 racing planes. Composite 
aircraft are allowed provided the entrant does the finishing or 
painting of the plane 

The class judging is done by all people present at the meeting. 
The Builder’s Choice award is judged by those with planes en-
tered in the show. Trophies will be awarded to the best in each 
class as well as the Builder’s Choice. 

Membership Notes:  About 68 of you have renewed your mem-
bership for 2007.  I will be processing renewals at the meeting.  
Usually I do this before the meeting but due to the additional 
paperwork involved with the Builder’s Show, membership re-
newals will be handled during the meeting. Remember that the 
deadline is April 15th for renewal without penalty.
