Here is some information for all of you who may be wor-
ried about the influx of park flyers and their impact on our
channels—especially after the holidays. As an aside, al-
most all of the models sold at toy and department stores
operate on the 27 and 49 MHz frequencies—far from our
72 MHz channel frequencies.

Horizon Hobbies is marketing a series of electric park-
flyer-type models under the brand ParkZone. These mod-
els come complete with a radio system installed. Some
models in this line operate on 72 MHz. It's possible
(expected) that some who purchase these models may be
operating them at places other than what we think of as
traditional model flying fields. Horizon recognizes this,
and in an effort to minimize the potential of radio interfer-
ence they have limited the channels these models operate
on to six: 17, 19, 21, 50, 52, and 54.
