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Never Come To A Gun Fight 
(With a Knife) 

At the recent NCPL Annual Meeting we took a leap forward to 
attract the casual racer to our local Club races, “O.S. .46”, by 
allowing two new, low cost engines.  Then we took two leaps 
backwards and landed on our tokus.  Unless you build your 
own custom airplane, or get one from someone who does, you 
may as well set your eyes on last place. 

Consider that the custom-built airplanes built by many of our 
local racers are designed to compete in the national AMA 428 
class.  This is the class that is raced with some airplanes that 
sell for $700.  (Yes Martha, that price doesn’t include the four 
hundred dollar engine and the three hundred dollars in special-
ized servos.  Oh, did I mention that you need at least two sets of 
those?) 

In a noble effort to compete and beat those expensive airplanes, 
we have a number of members that build their own custom air-
planes designed to race in AMA 428 class.  Most of them are 
very successful at competing with those egregiously-priced 
planes.  But as you have already figured out, most local racers 
aren’t going to plunk down that kind of money to race. 

So locally we run our Club races with relaxed rules.  You can 
buy an ARF Quickie for about $110, buy a Tower .46 for about 
$79, use your standard servos and radio and come and compete 
successfully.  Those days are gone.  Bye-bye.  Kaput-ski. 

In the past, we used a staggered-start rule that tried to equalize 
the difference in speed between the custom-built airplanes and 
the $110 ARF racers like the Predator and the Viper.  In an ef-
fort to equalize the known differences in speed between these 
two basic airframe classes, we allowed the ARFs to get an ap-
proximately thirty foot head start.  Then, the custom-builts 
would take off, piloted by their exceptional pilots and speedster 
airframes, trying to overtake the ARFs.

The delay for the speedsters was calculated by the starter, using 
a “One Mississippi” count between flags.  Some people talk 
faster than others.  The designed thirty foot interval sometimes 
grew to 150 feet.  So we solved that problem.  We created an 
automatic timer, a light system.  Pull the trigger and the first 
light goes off with a one second delay to the second light.  
We’re back to our approximately thirty foot separation.  That 
didn’t satisfy some.  Thirty feet was too much.  On our two 
mile course, that figures to be less that three one-hundredths of 
one percent, < (0.003).  On a timed race basis, that one second 
is about one percent. 

Some say if we don’t allow those pilots with the custom-built 
and designed-for-national-level-competition airplanes to get the 
same start as the ARFs in our Club races, then they wouldn’t try 
to develop those planes to compete in AMA 428.  The creative 
and competitive drive would be killed. 

To that argument, I say, “Horse-puckey!”  Custom designed 
planes have increased in number and type since we began the 
staggered-start rule.  If anything, you might say that the in-
crease in creative development has been fueled by the stag-
gered-start rule. 

So if you’d like to come out and get into the local racing scene, 
bring your ARF and your good humor, because you’ll need it 
when those national-caliber airplanes with their experienced 
pilots come whizzing by you, grinning all the way. :-) 
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Roy Maynard discusses some of the challenges he faces while 
building this great example of a Hawker Sea Fury from Brian 
O’Meara’s plans. 
This plane recently underwent reconstruction after flying 
through some power lines with a brilliant landing by its owner 
and pilot.
