Notes from the Secretary

Greetings to all Grassfield R/Cers. | hope you all had a won-
derful holiday season. Some of us got together at Dave Smith’s
place up on Clearwater Lake on Dec 30", With the temps
around 40 degrees, some flying from the ice was in order. Jeryl
Smith was good enough to fly and give me an evaluation of my
new Q-500 plane. Your perspective changes when someone
else (especially as good a pilot as Jeryl is) flies your plane.
Little quirks and odd behaviors become apparent making it eas-
ier to trim and adjust as necessary for a good flying plane.

Dave Smith showed us the techniques involved in the making
of his 2 piece Q-40 props. Basically the blanks are installed in
a fixture and machined from tip to root. Due to the short length
of the individual blades, the grain of the blades can be closely
matched resulting in more consistent stiffness in the props tip to
tip. A special spinner with insets machined in the center to lock
in the blades completes the package. Initial tests have shown
them to be real good with some tweaking of the blade shapes
and pitches coming to achieve top performance.

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Wing Tips

I would like to take this opportunity to say thanks for voting me
in as you Safety Officer for another 2 years. With this position, |
hope to be able to contribute in each month’s issue of the Clip-
pings by offering some basic safety tips. [ haven’t been in this
hobby as long as some of you, but I’ve learned a lot in the years
that I have been in.

We all know the weather conditions here in the great state of
Minnesota during the winter months can be brutal. Most of us
are inside thinking of flying, instead of being outside actually
flying. A lot of us are working on building projects to keep us
occupied, but for those who are not, here are some things to do to
our current airplanes to stay safe and expand the lifespan of our
flying beauties. During the winter months, you may want to use
this list to check over your existing aircraft.

Engines
Always run your engines completely out of fuel before
you store them.
After fuel run out, use an after run oil to keep the bear-
ings and internal. components lubricated during storage.
Take the plug out and add a couple of drops into the cyl-
inder, then turn the prop to completely lube the inside.
Check your prop for damage and balance, or totally re-
place it for the new year.
Now is also a good time to replace that $5 plug, just to
start the year fresh.
Check fuel lines, they are also inexpensive. You may just
want to replace all the lines throughout your fuel system.

Radio and Servos
Check all servo screws, the ones that hold the arm, and
the ones that hold the servos in the aircraft.
Check your clevises. Make sure the connection to the
servo horn and the connection to the surface of the air-
craft is secure.

Take your radio antenna and fully extend it. Now, take
some alcohol on a clean cloth and wipe the antenna
clean. Just think how many times a year you extend and
retract your radio antenna, most of the time with fuel
coated hands. This residue can effect the signal strength.
Airplane
- Repair that hanger rash you were looking at all year.
Check the covering. A little hole now, can be a large
hole later.
Check any screws, bolts, nuts, etc. Even take a look at
the wheel collars and make sure they are secure.
Maybe take some thin CA and run through the airplane’s
internal structure.
Batteries
Always cycle your batteries a couple of times during the
winter months.
